Description
The Houston-Galveston Area Council Geographic Data Studies Scholarship has been established by the Houston-Galveston Area Council’s Geographic Data Committee in association with the 2012 GIS Day event. This $500 scholarship is intended for high school and college students pursuing a higher education degree in geographic studies or completing coursework in GIS or geography.  This scholarship focuses on the continued learning and application of geographic information systems (GIS), and hopes to enhance a student’s college career and assist them with training for future employment. The 2nd place winner will receive a GPS Garmin unit.
Criteria

The applicant for the Houston-Galveston Area Council Geographic Data Studies Scholarship must be enrolled in and in good standing at a local high school and plans to enroll in postsecondary education coursework related to geographic information systems studies and applications or currently attending a local college with coursework related to geographic information systems studies and applications and in good standing.
GIS Coursework
To qualify, the high school senior or college student must be currently attending geography, computer technology, or other spatial data related course that is related to geographic information systems studies and applications at a local high school or college.
The applicant must also be:

(One or more of these)

1. Pursuing a GIS Certification

2. Pursuing a Geography or GIS degree

3. Successfully completed at least one GIS course and currently enrolled in another

Application Due Date
The application and supplemental materials for the Houston-Galveston Area Council Geographic Data Studies Scholarship is due Friday November 16, 2012. 

Recipient Requirements

The scholarship recipient will be asked to present a GIS/GPS related project for the Houston Area GIS Day 2013 or participate in organizing the event for November 2013.  The recipient must be an author and/or primary researcher of the project.

Application Guidelines
Application Form
The application form must be filled out completely, signed and submitted together with all supplemental materials.

Letter of Intent
The letter of intent should be a maximum of two (2) pages in length.  The letter should be typed.  The letter of intent is to be written by the student highlighting his or her GIS studies. This would include past classes, current studies and plans for GIS studies and/or related degrees in the future.  Please include a description of your personal GIS related goals. Highlight those personal accomplishments, achievements, and experiences that have given you considerable satisfaction and have helped to form your character.  Please include descriptions of any GIS or GPS activities, interests, employment, internships, clubs and memberships.
Letters of Recommendation

The applicant needs to submit two (2) letters of recommendation with their application.  One of the letters of recommendations need to be from current or former professors related to your GIS/GPS and/or geography studies.  The other letter of recommendation can be from colleagues, instructors, administrators, or others that might be able to recommend your skills for spatial studies.

Supplemental GIS Work and/or Transcript

A college transcript is not required, but preferred to verify enrollment and GIS class activity.  If you have GIS work or projects you would like to highlight, please include them with summaries and brief descriptions of how they relate to your GIS goals. A resume may also be included to highlight work history or experience.

Don’t forget – Everything must be received by Friday November 16, 2012.
